½ (15 oz) box refrigerated pie 
crust 
½ cup firmly packed brown sugar 
½ cup sugar 
½ cup all-purpose flour 
½ cup butter, melted 
¼ cup dark corn syrup 
3 large eggs 
1 cup butterscotch morsels 
1 cup toasted, chopped pecans 
 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  
Press pie crust into a 9 inch pie 
plate.   
In a medium bowl, combine 
sugars and flour.   
Whisk in melted butter, corn 
syrup, and eggs until mixture is 
smooth.   
Stir in morsels and pecans.   
Spoon mixture into prepared 
pie crust.   
Bake 40 to 45 minutes or until 
center is set.   
Cool for 30 minutes before 
cutting.   
Serve warm.   
Garnish with butterscotch top-
ping and vanilla ice cream.
